Unapproved Minutes – June 14-15, 2005 

State FFA President Michael Hess called the meeting to order at 8:40 am. The State Officers performed Opening Ceremonies. Tara Miller took roll call of delegates.

Tara Miller stated that the minutes from the delegate session last year were on file.  Mark Lowery moved to suspend the reading of the minutes. The motion was passed 39 in favor, 0 opposed.
There was no Treasurer’s report.

There was no foundation report. 

National FFA Secretary Emily Horton presented a workshop for the delegates.

Mark Lowery gave an overview of the delegate process.

The delegate committees split to discus their individual issues. The delegate body came together again, and each committee chair presented his or her issue to the entire group.

We adjourned at 11:30am for lunch.  The meeting was reconvened at 12:30pm.  

Tara Miller took role call. 

Again, the delegate body split into their issue groups to create a recommendation to send to our board of directors.  When all recommendations had been written, the chairmen of each committee presented his or her recommendation to the delegate body.  

The first recommendation addressed was from the “Splitting the ACES Conference” committee, then “Establish a Small Animal Technology CDE,” “Establish a Food Science and Technology CDE,” “State Star Qualify for Keystone in Star Area,” and “Establish a Dress code for all FFA Events” committees.

The “Splitting the ACES Conference” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:

“We propose to reconstruct the ACES Conference by dividing the large group into two groups.  One group would attend sessions and the other would be taught as a large group with the roles reversed on the second day.”

Mike Berube from Twin Valley FFA moved to accept the proposal as written.  The motion was seconded.  

Cameron Gross of Newport FFA moved to amend the proposal by striking out “on the second day” and inserting “after lunch.” There was a second and the amendment passed.

Chelsea Hoover of Cloister FFA moved to amend the amended proposal by striking “after lunch” and inserting “the next morning.” The amendment was seconded and passed. 

Ashley Harshberger from Juniata FFA moved to amend the amended proposal by striking “the next morning” and inserting “around dinner as follows: 2:00-4:30pm – First Session, 5:00-6:30pm – Dinner, 6:30-9:00pm – Second Session.” There was a second, and the amendment passed. 

Paul Druckenmiller of Greenwood FFA moved to amend the amended proposal by striking the entire proposal and inserting “Each chapter may only bring 9 members to ACES.” The motion was seconded. 

Brendon Reed from the Coudersport FFA moved to amend the amendment by striking “9 members” and inserting “10% of membership.” The amendment was seconded and defeated.

Chelsea Hoover of Cloister FFA moved to amend the amendment by adding on after “…to ACES” “, and there will be 5 more students allowed in addition to the 9 for every 100 chapter members.” The amendment was seconded and passed. 

The amendment passed, and the proposal would now read, “Each Chapter may only bring 9 members to ACES, and there will be 5 more students allowed in addition to the 9 for every 100 chapter members.”

Ashley Harshberger from Juniata FFA moved to amend the amended proposal by striking the entire proposal and inserting “Only freshmen and sophomores may attend ACES.” There was a second, and the amendment was defeated. 

The “Establish a Small Animal Technology CDE” committee presented their proposal and in read as follows:

“A small animal technology/pre-veterinary technology CDE will give members a chance to compete in a different CDE. This also gives FFA members a chance to realize how broad the Agricultural Industry is, pertaining to veterinary science. We are in favor of creating this new CDE.”

Luz Maria Medina of the W.B. Saul FFA moved to accept the proposal.  The motion was seconded and passed.

The “Establish a food science and technology CDE” committee proposed the following:

“The recommendation of the committee is to adopt the Food Science and Technology CDE as aligned with the national format as closely as possible but under the judges’ discretion. We recommend this CDE because you can find the same skills in other CDE’s including general life skills such as food safety, nutrition, leadership development, marketing, and communications. We fell that there is an increase in the concern for food safety and awareness that would allow this CDE to be created.  As a committee, we feel that commercial sponsors could be found related to this field but are not limited to them.  Secondly, the committee feels that other sponsors could benefit from this CDE. Finally, this committee recommends we utilize the PA faculty and sponsors to implement this CDE.”

Chelsea Hoover of the Cloister FFA moved to accept the proposal as written.  The motion was seconded and passed.

The “State Star Qualify for Keystone in Star Area” committee proposed the following:

“We recommend that all star areas must have 600 hours invested or have earned $1,000 in their specific star area.  However, in the agriscience star category, we specify that requirements be set at 200 hours and increased annually at a rate of 200 hours until it is equal to 600 hours.  The ultimate goal is to gradually increase the agriscience area to comply with the 600 hours or $1,000 criteria.”

Paul Druckenmiller moved to accept the proposal as written.  There was a second, and the motion passed.

The “Establish a Dress Code for all FFA Events” committee proposed the following to the delegate assembly:

“The committee recommends correcting dress code violations we do as follows: A casual dress code will be enforced when other dress codes are not required. This includes no showing of undergarments (i.e. bras, boxers…) Sleeves and straps must be 2 fingers wide.  Shorts must not have profanity (i.e. no promotion of drugs, tobacco, alcohol…) Shorts and skirts must be at least fingertip length and there may be no exposure of mid-rift. An alternate to official dress that would be acceptable at CDE’s and conferences would be as follows: students must wear a polo or FFA t-shirt and khakis or solid color jeans.  Closed toed shoes must be worn.

Dress code for specific events will be left to the discretion of the advisor or chairperson of that event. 

To enforce these dress codes, the following consequences will be enforced: a 5% reduction for every official dress violation will be taken from the individual’s CDE score. When official dress is not required, students in violation will be restricted from recreational activities.  First time offenders will be given the opportunity to correct the violation without penalty.”

Dionna Campenella from the W.B. Saul FFA moved to accept the proposal as written.  There was a second. 

Sean Golembiewski of W.B. Saul FFA moved to amend the proposal by striking “2 fingers” and inserting “one inch” and striking “finger length” and inserting “14 inches long.” The amendment was seconded.

Rachael Johnson moved to amend the amendment by striking “14 inched long” and inserting “no more than 4 inches above the knee.” The motion was seconded and passed. 

The amendment passed.  The proposal now reads: 

“The committee recommends correcting dress code violations we do as follows: A casual dress code will be enforced when other dress codes are not required. This includes no showing of undergarments (i.e. bras, boxers…) Sleeves and straps must be one inch wide.  Shorts must not have profanity (i.e. no promotion of drugs, tobacco, alcohol…) Shorts and skirts must be no more than 4 inches above the knee and there may be no exposure of mid-rift. An alternate to official dress that would be acceptable at CDE’s and conferences would be as follows: students must wear a polo or FFA t-shirt and khakis or solid color jeans.  Closed toed shoes must be worn.
