Carolyn Fyock gave the Treasurer's report.
 

Jennifer Kimmel took role call.
 

Jennifer Kimmel stated that the minutes from the delegate session last year were on file. Patrick Nicarry moved to suspend the reading of the minutes. The motion was seconded and it passed 39 in favor and 0 opposed.

 
Candace Moore went over the overview of the delegate process.

 
National FFA Secretary Jessie Geib presented a workshop for the delegates.

 
Dr. Richards gave the foundation report.

 
The delegate committees split to discuss their individual issues. The delegate body came together again, and each committee chair presented his or her issue to the entire group.

 
The first recommendation addressed was from the "Establish a Tractor Fundraiser" committee, then "1st General Session", "Re-Establish the Fall Leadership Conference", "Create Pennsylvania Appareal", and "PA Official Dress for Females" committees.

 
The "Establish a Tractor Fundraiser" committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:

 
"It is recommended that each chapter can choose to participate in the Tractor Fundraiser. The tractors are sold usually for $20.00, but New Holland must be sold for at least $35.00. From the sale price, $15.00 must go to the foundation for all models, while $30.00 will go for the New Holland. While prices may be changed if decided by your chapter, a minimum of $5.00 will go into your chapter's funds as scholarship dollars."

 
Ashley Cutter from Littlestown FFA moved to accept the proposal as written. The Motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 

 

The “1st General Session” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“We propose that the first general session of the convention be moved to 1 p.m. A possible schedule for this change would look like this:
1 to3 p.m.- Session
4 to 5:30 p.m.- Dinner
6 p.m.- CDE’s start
It is also recommended that any contestants walking back from their CDE’s after dark must walk in at least pairs.”
 

Cale Grimes from Northern Potter FFA moved Previous Question. This motion was seconded and passed 38 in favor and 1 opposed.

 

The committee report was passed, as read, 27 in favor 12 opposed.

 

The “Re-Establish the Fall Leadership Conference” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“ We recommend that it be held at the Blair County Convention Center, in October, between the Eastern States Exposition and the National Convention. There would be a limited number of members per chapter that would be allowed to attend. This would be on a scale of 10 participants to the first 100 chapter members, with 5 more participants for every 100 member there after. We also recommend that the State Officers in conjunction with the State Association would run the conference.”
 

Ashley Cutter from Littlestown FFA moved to pass the committee report as read. The motion was seconded and passed.

 

The “Create Pennsylvania Apparel” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“The PA FFA apparel committee recommends that the Pennsylvania FFA Association creates official Pennsylvania State FFA apparel. The committee also recommends that an independent company sell our apparel in their stores. This fundraiser will be open to all FFA members, Alumni, and Collegiate FFA.”
 

Ashley Cutter from the Littlestown FFA moved to pass the committee report as read. The motion was seconded and passed.

 

The “PA Official Dress for Females” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“The committee recommends that advisors must enforce the official dress code. Official dress including skirts will be required at the state level in order to be allowed on stage, participate in CDE exams, and participate in all CDE practical portions. The following exceptions will be made: dress slacks are acceptable for CDE’s including animals, soil, machinery, extreme temperature, or other extreme circumstances decided by the CDE chair. Changes may be made by the CDE chair by May 1 of the contest year.”
 

Zach Slothower of Northern FFA moved to pass the proposal as read. The motion was seconded and passed.

 

We adjourned at 11:40 a.m. for lunch. The meeting was reconvened at 12:15 p.m.
 

Jennifer Kimmel took role call.
 

The Constitutional Amendment was read as followed:
 

"Amend Article II- Organizational- Section G.
 

Currently= Ex-Officio members of the Board will be the State Advisor, The Pennsylvania FFA Executive Manager, The Adult Treasurer, A CTSO member (FFA Facilitator) and four Regional coordinators. Ex-Officio members of the Board may not serve on the Board.
 

Proposed= Ex-Officio members of the Board will be State Advisors, The Pennyslvania FFA Executive Manager, The Adult Treasurer, A CTSO member (FFA Facilitator), a representative of The Pennsylvania Young Farmers and four Regional coordinators. Ex-Officio members of the Board may not serve on the Board."
 

Patrick Nicarry explained what the Young Farmers is.
 

Suzannah Mellinger of Eastern York FFA moved to accept the Constitutional Amendment. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
