NEW ENGINE DESIGNATION FOR 2010 CDE

As many of you know, the venerable 93432 L-head engines are no longer in production and are increasingly difficult, if not impossible, to find in dealer inventory.

As a result, and due to the intent of keeping technology for our event as current as feasible, the contest engine for the 2010 Activities Week Small Engines CDE will be as follows:
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  121332-0536

This is an overhead valve, electronic ignition, float carburetor, gravity fed engine that will allow greater opportunity for realistic bugs/faults.

The approximate cost of this engine is $250 - $275, but I have seen them at on-line distributors for as little as $208.00 (+shipping, I am sure).

Note: Any 121332 engine currently in production will work for our program. IF you are not aware, type numbers are superceded quite frequently. If your supplier says the engine is no longer available, please ask them for the engine designated as the replacement. Please DO NOT call or email me saying that the engine is no longer available!! It is still available; it just has a new type number. If you got a type 0036, it will be fine!!

An added feature of the selection of this engine for contest purposes is that it is also the engine offered in one or more of the Briggs and Stratton education packages. These packages are an exceptional value. For more information on these packages, visit http://www.thepowerportal.com  (username: voed_schools, password: briggs). The information is located in the “Education” section of the website. They are currently offering a package of ten of these engines, special tools, and manuals for about $265.00 per engine.

Briggs and Stratton (Milwaukee) has assured me that this engine will remain in production for quite some time as it is a very popular engine for a wide variety of applications. Only time can attest to the veracity of their claim, but as best I can determine, it will hold true for at least several years to come

It is likely that some minor required tool list revisions will be necessary, but that will not be determined until Clair and I get our hands on one of these engines. Any changes/revisions will be published in ample time for the local contests to be held in the spring of 2010.

If your chapter intends to participate in the Small Gas Engines CDE in 2010, I urge you to budget accordingly when planning your 2009-2010 budgets.
