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Wednesday Contest

Purpose

The purpose of this CDE is to make younger first year members feel more comfortable competing against other members their own level and age. 

Eligibility

This CDE will be a team event of three members from the same chapter. It will be open to all first year agriculture students who are FFA members up to the 10th grade year. Participants can participate in the Creed and Junior Prepared CDE and also participate in FFA Knowledge. Individuals may participate in this CDE and will be recognized based on their test scores only. 
Procedure

1. The CDE will consist of a 75 question multiple choice individual tests. 

2. Ties, on the test, will be broken with predetermined test questions. Whichever team has the most of the predetermined questions correct will be selected for the Jeopardy rounds. 

3. Questions will come from the FFA Student Handbook, Pennsylvania FFA Handbook, Official FFA Manual, www.ffa.org, and www.paffa.state.pa.us. 

4. The questions will be based on national and state history, officers, board, alumni, dates, regions, etc. 

5. The top 4 teams will come back for Jeopardy rounds. 

6. There will be two rounds of Jeopardy, with the rounds set up in the following manner:

a. Round 1: 1st and 3rd placed teams
b. Round 2: 2nd and 4th placed teams
7. The winner of each of the rounds will come back for Final Jeopardy round, who will be the overall winner.

Prizes

The top three individuals will receive a plaque. The top two teams will receive a plaque. The first place team will receive $75. The first place individual will receive a plaque and $100.00. This CDE is sponsored by the PA FFA Alumni Association. 

Jeopardy Rules

1. Each round will consist of a Jeopardy round, and a Final Jeopardy round. 

2. Each team will get 5 seconds to answer the question once they have buzzed in. 

3. Must wait to buzz in until after the question is finished being read.

4. Contestant must wait to be recognized.

5. There will be no points deducted for wrong answers. 

6. The team can discuss the question before giving a team answer. The team member who buzzed must answer the question.
