Mike Brammer presented the minutes from the previous Board meeting. Mr. Irish (Keith Frey) moved to accept the minutes as written. Motion passed.

Mike Brammer also presented the Treasurers report. After questions were fielded, the treasurers’ report was filed for audit.

The FFA State Treasurer Carolyn Fyock presented the student treasurers’ report.

Jennifer Kimmel, FFA State Secretary, presented a report on the State Officers activities since the last Board meeting. 

Tiffany Hoy and Ron Frederick presented the PSU report. Mr. Frederick reported that a greenhouse management class will be conducted at Derry HS this Wednesday from 6pm to 9pm. Next weekend, Nov 18-19 a New and Beginning teacher workshop will be held at the Holiday Inn in Grantville. Tiffany reported 26 students attended the National FFA convention. Collegiate FFA had two teams compete. They competed in the ATA Quiz Bowl and Debate contests. A 3rd place finish in both was achieved. Tiffany also announced that Dorothy Thomas would be retiring Dec 31, 2005. She has 35 years with the University and 25 with AEE. Discussion followed on PSU Collegiate FFA re-instating their National charter. Mr. Irish (Carolyn Fyock) moved to have collegiate FFA reinstate their charter and that they pay NO state dues, only National due,s and the roster be processed through the Pennsylvania FFA Association starting with the 06-07 year. Motion passed.

Department of Education – Mr. Cliff Day provided a written report from PDE and also his activities as FFA Facilitator. Mr. Day’s written report is at the end of these minutes.

Mr. Wayne Irish reported for PAAE. He stated he thought the Keystone Evaluation process went well. He also stated the dinner cruise at National convention was a great event and he hopes something for the Association can be done in Indianapolis. 

Dr. Kerry Richards reported on the FFA Foundation. The Foundation will again have a suite at National convention in Indy. There will be some changes to the FFA Golf outings this year. Sponsor and location changes are likely. At the Farm Show, we will be partnering with Penn Ag Industries in the main food court. Help will be needed from the chapters. Leadership scholarships will be offered again this year to all members helping.  

Mike Brammer reported for the Alumni. The Blue and Gold Ball will take place Saturday evening (same day as board mtg.) at the Holiday Inn Grantville. Kristina Watson was elected to the National Alumni Council as a member at large.  

Mike Brammer presented a written report on his activities since the last Board meeting.

South Central – Ms. Dellinger worked with Keystones and served as a National Proficiency judge. She stated Pennsylvania needs more Proficiency applicants and we should have more.
