Minutes July 7, 2006

Pennsylvania FFA Board of Directors

PSU – ASI – Room 324 – 1pm

President Over called the meeting to order at 1:25pm.

The State Officers performed opening Ceremonies.

Mr. Heyler welcomed everyone, gave instructions for the meeting and started introductions.

The minutes from the previous Board meetings of May 19, June 14 and 15 were presented. Mr. Irish (Rice) moved to accept the minutes as written. Motion passed.

Mr. Brammer presented the Treasurers report. It will be filed for audit. 

Mr. Brammer gave an oral report on his activities since the last board meeting. 

Dr. Richards gave the FFA Foundation report. She reported an increase in the state grant of $16,000, making our total now $120,000. Hometown Scholarship program now has five confirmed dealers. This is an ongoing project to get more. La Quinta Inns promotion – Stay at any La Quinta Inn and receive a 15% discount by using the PAFFA code. The Foundation will then receive a quarterly donation from the chain. Eastern Region golf tournament now sponsored by Monsanto. Dr. Richards passed out a fund raising calendar and a copy of the report given to the FFA delegates at the annual convention. 

Dr. Hoover reported for PSU. PAAE conference is coming together. Two new hires for the AEE Department. Dr. Kristina Ricketts and Dr. John Ewing.

Mr. Weller gave the PDE Report. He asked the Regional Coordinators to help with getting updated e-mails for the list serve. Mr. Day reported new program at the Farm Show this year will be “Growing Technology”. Nine 20X40 or eighteen 10X40 exhibit will be done. Closing date is 9/29. Announcement was sent on the list serve. There were no applications for HO Sargent or Ag Science teacher of the year, this year. The DVD of the Parliamentary Procedure teams should be ready by the summer conference. 

PAAE – Mr. Irish reported the teachers’ conference would be held July 17-20 in State College.

A special thanks to those involved with the program for the Texas delegation before, during and after Activities Week. The Advisor from Crawford, Mr. Hunter, was most appreciative of our hospitality. 

Ms. Pontius presented The PA Alumni written report. She reported on the Washington Leadership Conference, the Alumni jacket campaign, membership, 3rd annual Blue and Gold Ball and their donation to the Foundations golf tournaments. She then made a check presentation to the Association for State Officer expenses. 

FFA National Officer Candidate, Mark Lowery reported on his activities and training. He asked the Board for their help, suggestions and comments.

REGIONAL COORDINATORS
Western – Mr. Kronene was not in attendance. Mr. Wallace extended an invitation to the FFA State Officers to stay at his home while in the western part of the state. 

North – Ms. Gray was not in attendance. 

South – Ms. Dellinger stated the AFY area teachers had met. Convention went well. Some verbal comments were given. AFY conference will be September 21 in Gettysburg. 

East – Mr. Frederick was not in attendance.

REPORTS

Mr. Day provided a written report. 44 American Degrees submitted along with other awards to National FFA. Four students for chorus and two for Band have been submitted. CDE Chairs would like us to look at the plaque distribution for CDE’s. 

Activities Week review – Ms. Everhart gave out the CDE evaluation forms from the CDE chairs. They will meet July 18 at 8am at the Teachers conference. Discussion on the sprinkler head accident and the microwave incident. Discussion on reviewing the bus schedule. Need air conditioned rooms for CDE’s on Tuesday if Official Dress is to be worn. Discussion followed on having committee assignments on the electronic registration. Need number of participants at each CDE along with the number of adults helping. 

Candace Moore presented a review of summer convention. She thanked everyone involved for helping us have a great convention in the Arena. 

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Brammer updated the Board on the FFA License Plate. This project is in the final stages and should be available within 30 days. Discussion followed on the first numbers being blocked. 

Mr. Brammer presented the proposed CDE payout revision report.  A committee was formed to review this and the plaques presented. Members are, Mr. Irish, Mr. Dahlhaus and Mr. Day

Sarah Wickard presented the constitutional amendment presented and passed by the delegates at the convention. Wickard moved to adopt the constitutional amendment as agreed upon by the delegates. Motion passed. Moore moved to concur. Motion failed due to a lack of a second to the motion. 

Tyler Rice reported on Team Susquehanna. At two different locations we have had State Officers go and attend a community function honoring the members of Team Susquehanna. Mr. Dahlhaus (Hay) moved to formally recognize the Chesapeake Bay Foundation with a thank you letter. Motion passed. Discussion followed on their possible involvement at Activities Week. 

NEW BUSINESS

Zach Biddle presented the 2006 Delegates Report. This report is attached to the end of the minutes for easy referral. 

Issue 1 – (Tractor Fundraiser) - Biddle (Irish) moved to refer this issue to the Foundation for implementation and to report back at the next Board meeting. Motion passed.

Issue 2 – (1st Session starting time at summer convention) - Biddle (Moore) moved to accept the proposal as presented with the session starting at 2pm with dinner and CDE times to be determined by the Activities Week committee. Ms. Pontius moved to lay this matter on the table until the next Board meeting so discussion can be given at the summer PAAE conference. 

Issue 3 – (Fall Leadership Conference) – Biddle (Moore) moved accept the proposal and continue planning by appointing a committee of four Officers, a member of the Foundation, a Board member and a representative from PSU to work on the logistics and feasibility. Motion passed.

Issue 4 – (Create PA FFA Apparell) – Biddle (Moore) moved to accept this proposal and have the State Officers report back at the next Board meeting with recommendations. Motion passed.

Issue 5 – (Official Dress) – Biddle moved to accept the proposal and establish a policy that CDE chairs must submit a specific dress code for their CDE by May 1st of the contest year. Beiler (Moore) moved to table this motion until the next Board meeting. Motion passed.

2006 Delegates Report

The "Establish a Tractor Fundraiser" committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:

 
"It is recommended that each chapter can choose to participate in the Tractor Fundraiser. The tractors are sold usually for $20.00, but New Holland must be sold for at least $35.00. From the sale price, $15.00 must go to the foundation for all models, while $30.00 will go for the New Holland. While prices may be changed if decided by your chapter, a minimum of $5.00 will go into your chapter's funds as scholarship dollars."

The “1st General Session” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:

The “Re-Establish the Fall Leadership Conference” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“ We recommend that it be held at the Blair County Convention Center, in October, between the Eastern States Exposition and the National Convention. There would be a limited number of members per chapter that would be allowed to attend. This would be on a scale of 10 participants to the first 100 chapter members, with 5 more participants for every 100 member there after. We also recommend that the State Officers in conjunction with the State Association would run the conference.”

The “Create Pennsylvania Apparel” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“The PA FFA apparel committee recommends that the Pennsylvania FFA Association creates official Pennsylvania State FFA apparel. The committee also recommends that an independent company sell our apparel in their stores. This fundraiser will be open to all FFA members, Alumni, and Collegiate FFA.”
 

Ashley Cutter from the Littlestown FFA moved to pass the committee report as read. The motion was seconded and passed.

The “PA Official Dress for Females” committee presented the following proposal to the delegate assembly:
 

“The committee recommends that advisors must enforce the official dress code. Official dress including skirts will be required at the state level in order to be allowed on stage, participate in CDE exams, and participate in all CDE practical portions. The following exceptions will be made: dress slacks are acceptable for CDE’s including animals, soil, machinery, extreme temperature, or other extreme circumstances decided by the CDE chair. Changes may be made by the CDE chair by May 1 of the contest year.”
 

Zach Slothower of Northern FFA moved to pass the proposal as read. The motion was seconded and passed.

Amend Article II- Organizational- Section G.
 

Currently= Ex-Officio members of the Board will be the State Advisor, The Pennsylvania FFA Executive Manager, The Adult Treasurer, A CTSO member (FFA Facilitator) and four Regional coordinators. Ex-Officio members of the Board may not serve on the Board.
 
Proposed= Ex-Officio members of the Board will be State Advisor, The Pennyslvania FFA Executive Manager, The Adult Treasurer, A CTSO member (FFA Facilitator), a representative of The Pennsylvania Young Farmers and four Regional coordinators. Ex-Officio members of the Board may not serve on the Board."
 

Suzannah Mellinger of Eastern York FFA moved to accept the Constitutional Amendment. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
