Candace welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Mike Brammer presented the minutes from the previous Board meeting. Fyock (Aurand) moved to accept the minutes as written. Motion passed.

Mike Brammer presented the Treasurers report. The treasurers’ report will be filed for audit.

The FFA State Treasurer Carolyn Fyock presented the student treasurers’ report. 

Candace Moore presented a report on the State Officers activities since the last Board meeting. 

Mike Brammer presented a written report on his activities since the last Board meeting.

Department of Education – Mr. Chris Weller reported for the Department. Trying to update list serve with e-mail addresses for all Agriculture teachers. A written report from Mr. Cliff Day, FFA Facilitator, was provided.

Eastern - Mr. Frederick gave a verbal report. Over 80 participated in the Regional Small Animal Vet Tech CDE

Western – Mr. Kronen was not in attendance, but sent a verbal report through Mr. Brammer. Regional CDE’s went well.  

North Central – Ms. Gray reported regional CDE’s went well.

South Central – Ms. Dellinger reported regional CDE’s went well at HACC. Proficiencies were done.

REPORTS

CDE’s/Activities report/CDE Dress Code Report – Chris Weller (from Cliff Day) – Discussion about proper dress at CDE’s and the point deductions that should be taken. No action taken.
Activities Week – Lydia Everhart – A written report was provided. Still need judges for Junior Prepared and Ag Issues. 1426 total registered - 188 adults and 1238 students. The following action was taken:

Frederick (Wallace) moved to allow Courtesy Corps to have parking next to the dorms not to exceed $50 in additional costs. Motion passed. Frederick (Frey) moved ALL teachers pay teachers fees – not chaperone fees. Motion passed. Frederick (Nicarry) moved to purchase compasses for the Forestry CDE at $46.95 each if we cannot borrow them from Sustainable Forestry. Motion passed.       

Mr. Brammer reported on convention activities. Ag Arena will be used for the sessions. Renting all equipment necessary. Nominating Committee has been selected – students and adults. There are 17 State Officer candidates.

18 have signed up for chorus. Discussion on walking to AG Arena – Lydia is working with Security on this and other issues.    

OLD BUSINESS 

FFA License Plates – Mr. Brammer reported the application has been approved. Waiting for approval to have Agriculture Education on the bottom of the plate. The mission statement was not allowed. Board was ok with Agriculture Education being put on the plate. He will keep us posted.

Policy Proposals  - Fellenbaum (Fyock) moved to accept items 1-6 and 9. Motion passed.

This is a policy change and a second vote. The new policy is attached at the end of the minutes.

Mr. Frederick gave an update on the new CDE’s. Both should be in place at the 2007 Activities Week. (Small Animal Vet Tech and Food Science CDE’s)

Farm Mapping Project – Brammer reported the project is going forward. Teachers do serve on the steering committee. Plan is to have a step-by-step procedure when the project goes live. 

A New Proposal for CDE payouts that was presented at the last meeting was discussed. These new payouts would be effective in 2007. All board members are to review this report and we will discuss at the July meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS 

Honorary and Citation awards were discussed. Frederick (Morgan) moved to approve. Motion passed.  

National FFA provided suggested language usage for an indemnification statement. May present to the state delegates as a constitutional amendment – More research being done.

Appeals concerning participation of students at Activities Week when the registered students are not on the Chapter roster. Aurand (Morgan) moved to follow the policy as set forth. Motion passed. Frederick (Zimmerman) moved to allow WB Saul to bring the exchange student as an observer at the student rate. Motion passed.    

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – A proposed constitutional amendment from the State Officers to allow the PA Young Farmers to join our Board was discussed.  This proposal will be submitted to the delegates at the 77th State Convention.   

Team Susquehanna – Brammer reported the trip will be June 18-July 18. The website will be the place to keep up with updates along the way. 

Interview CDE at The Big E – Fellenbaum (Nicarry) moved to send the second place individual in this CDE at the state level to the Big E and provide them with $75.00 if they attend. Motion passed. 

Election of Officers – Frey (Watson) moved to nominate and elect Sam Heyler President. Motion passed.

Frey (Aurand) moved to nominate and elect Neil Fellenbaum Vice President. Motion passed. 

Mr. Frederick asked for the Board to consider the following: Should we continue with Ag Issues CDE in the future? Who’s’ responsibility is it to check registered students for Activities Week to make sure they are not signed up for two events that overlap? 
Next meeting will be held June 14-15 at Activities Week – 6:30am.

Future Meeting Dates Proposed – 7/7, 9/8, 12/1, 3/2, 4/6 if needed, 5/11. Discussion will be held at Activities Week to confirm. 

Candace Moore, State President, thanked the members of the Board, on behalf of the team, for their dedication and service. This being the last meeting for this team, she thanked the members for helping the team throughout the year. 

Mike Brammer thanked Ms. Ellen Aurand for her six years on the Board. Her second term will expire in June.

Proposal Presented for Adoption – March 6, 2006

SECOND VOTE – May 19, 2006 – PASSED – NOW POLICY

In an effort to maintain the fiscal integrity of the Pennsylvania FFA Association, the Pennsylvania FFA Board of Directors will adopt the following policies:

1. The Pennsylvania FFA Association will present to the Pennsylvania FFA Foundation a proposed budget for three years. PASSED
2. The Pennsylvania FFA will submit their budget to the Association Board for initial consideration at the March Board meeting.  The Association Board will approve in May a budget for presentation to the delegates at the Summer Convention.  The budget will be refined prior to the May Board meeting based on the actual amount of money available from the Foundation as of May 1.  (That is in NO case will the Association budget include more contributions from the Foundation that is actually available as of May 1 of that year). PASSED
3. At each Association Board meeting the adult treasurer will submit to the Board a list of checks written since the last Board meeting. PASSED
4. At each Association Board meeting the adult treasurer will submit to the Board a  treasurer’s report including year to day, comparison to budget, comparison to the previous year’s actual, and additional information as deemed necessary. PASSED
5. Once a year the adult treasurer will present to the Association Board a report of details of the Fair Fund request and expenditures and the ‘state grant’ request and expenditures. PASSED
6. Following every major FFA activity – SLLC, ACES, Mid-Winter Convention, Summer Convention / CDE’s, etc – the adult treasurer will present to the Board a complete financial report of all income and expenses incurred for that activity. PASSED
7. All employees of the PA FFA Association – executive director, adult treasurer, regional coordinators, etc – will maintain a time log of time spent on PA Association business.  This time log will be on one hour intervals.  The time logs will be presented to the Association Board at board meetings on a quarterly basis.

8. All financial reports will be made available on the state FFA website.
9. All financial reports for board meetings will be provided to the executive director at least one week before board meetings so that they can be e-mailed to all board members prior to the meeting. PASSED
