Approved Minutes – May 20, 2005 

State FFA President Michael Hess called the meeting to order at 6:30pm. The State Officers performed Opening Ceremonies. President Michael Hess welcomed all to the Board meeting. Introductions were made by all.

Tara Miller presented the minutes from the previous Board meeting. Dr. Richards commented that she did not see any of her comments about the budget in the minutes. Sarah Quigg (Eric Rubenstein) moved to accept the minutes as written. Motion passed.

Ms. Brammer presented the Treasurers' report. With no questions, the report will be filed for audit. Discussion on students registered for Activities Week but not on a roster. Unanimous Board stated to follow policy.

Kenny Stanton presented the Student Treasurers' report. No action needed.

The Association report was presented by Tara Miller. She highlighted the activities of the State Office team since the last Board meeting.

Tiffany Hoy gave the PSU report. She announced the search is ongoing for a new Department head. She also commented that her office would be moving to the fourth floor.

PDE report - Mr. Weller commented on the “Jobs For The Future” initiative. He also stated that the department wants to review all CTE programs and re-approve them over the next five years. Rosters of CTSO’s must be on file at the school. Mr. Day reported 38 of the 46 American Degree applications have been returned to him. He also had a prepared written report that was handed out. (Report attached to the end of these minutes.)

PAAE Report - Mr. Irish not present. Reporting in his place was Mr. Heasley. Mr. Heasley suggested that in the future some type of application might be necessary for the Farm Safety Demonstration grants. 

Foundation Report - Dr. Richards reported on the golf tournaments. Brochures are out and available. Auction items are still needed. Deadline for FFA Race Day at Watkins Glen is July 1, 2005. Ag Progress Days food booth will be ran again this year as well as the Farm Show food booth, with a partnership with Penn Ag on another food booth. FFA members will again be able to earn “FFA dollars” by working these events. No word on the Chevy Truck promotion. Dr. Richards was asked to find out if Watkins Glen had a “family” seating section. 

Mr. Clark presented the Alumni report  - The Alumni is planning a reception during activities week. They will be providing one and half scholarships to the Washington Leadership Conference this year. Deadline for entry is June 3, 2005. In regards to the “penny drive”, approximately $7,000 was raised. The initiative with PDA raised over $10,000 for Tsunami relief efforts. State Officer Candidate training will take place on June 4 at 1pm. The Alumni Leadership Conference this year will be in Columbus Ohio and the Alumni will pay for ½ the costs for the FFA National Officer Candidate to attend. They are also looking into having a bus trip for the FFA Race Day at Watkins Glen if there is enough interest. A fall event is being planned around September 24. More details will follow.   

Executive Manager Mike Brammer gave an oral report of his activities since the last Board meeting.   

Regional Coordinators
Western – Mr. Kronen thanked the State Officers for their involvement in Western Region CDE day. Nothing else to report.

North Central – Ms. Gray reported the North Central Region had six Parli-Pro teams compete, and 64 speakers. 

South Central  - Ms. Dellinger was not present. A written correspondence to Mr Brammer was read. Nothing to report.

Eastern  - Mr. Frederick was not present. No report available.

Committees
CDE Committee  - Mr. Day presented a written report. 

Activities Week  - Lydia Everhart reported on line registration went well. Reports are available much faster. 1408 people are registered. Need 2 judges for talent, 2 for Conservation Public Speaking and 1 for Ag Issues Forum. Dr. Richards stated she might be able to help find the judges. Collegiate FFA will again have a consignment sale. It will be open during registration. Discussion about speaking manuscripts still not received. Regional Coordinators were given a list.

Summer Convention  - President Mike Hess reported everything is on schedule for a great convention. Final details are being worked out with the team and several team meetings have taken place. Discussion followed about having registered attendees having tickets, wrist- bands, or badges to identify them as part of the registered group. Concern over individuals being able to enter the auditorium that are not with our group. We will look into this matter.

OLD BUSINESS 

National Officer Candidate Selection Committee  - Eric Rubenstein (Brian Nailor) moved to accept the proposal as written. Motion passed. (See attached report) This was the second vote on this matter making it policy.
Ag Olympics at Activities Week – Eric Rubenstein reported that over 700 students have signed up for this activity. 

NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Weller talked about the Pine Grove program. Ms. Aurand (Mike Woods) moved to grant a FFA charter to the Pine Grove Area High School Agriculture Department. Motion passed. Charter will be presented at convention in June, per Mr. Brammer. Mr. Weller will call the Superintendent. Mr. Brammer will contact Mr. Wagner.

Election of Board Officers – Brian Nailor nominated Ms. Aurand for President. Nomination declined. Mike Woods nominated Mr. Heyler for President. Mr. Heasley moved nominations be closed. Mr. Heyler elected Board President by unanimous consent.                                                      

Brian Nailor nominated Mr. Clark for Vice President. Nomination declined. Mike Woods nominated Mr Fellenbaum for Vice President. Mr. Heasley moved nominations be closed. Mr. Fellenbaum elected Vice President by unanimous consent.

The term of office for these two will begin with the first meeting after activities week.

Board Meeting at Activities Week – Discussion concerning the need for a Wed 6:30am Board meeting during activities week. It was decided there was a need. 

Eric Rubenstein (Brian Nailor) moved to send home any student whose Authorization Form and Code of Conduct Form is not turned in by noon at registration on June 14. Motion passed.

Discussion on Future Board meeting dates. Mr. Brammer will e-mail a list of suggested dates.

Announcements and Concerns

FFA Foundation Board President Chris Herr addressed the group. He stated a concern of disconnect between the FFA Board and the FFA Foundation Board. He asked that members of the Foundation Board be involved in the future, of setting budgets. Mr. Herr announced there would be a breakfast sponsored at the Summer Teachers Conference, for the teachers in attendance to get to know the Foundation Board members. He stated he is extremely proud of the accomplishments of everyone. New fundraising efforts are underway. Both Boards’ need to be involved together. Mr. Heasley applauded the Foundations efforts, and said we have a great opportunity working together. Jon Henry applauded the efforts of the Foundation for the support of the State Officer team and the members across Pennsylvania. Mr. Heyler thanked the Foundation for their continued support. Mr. Sole reported only 500 of 1500 tractors have been sold. Tractor Supply needs our help! We need to sell these tractors. Next year less will be made and the first two will be “gold plated”.

Tiffany Hoy announced that Collegiate FFA was chosen as “Club of The Year” on campus. Congratulations to Collegiate FFA!!

Dr. Kerry Richards thanked the State Officer team for their hard work throughout the year and especially at the Wenger Foundation Event.

President Mike Hess on behalf of the State Officer team thanked all members of the Board and Foundation for a GREAT YEAR! This is the last official Board meeting for the team.

National Officer Candidate Selection Process

To facilitate selection of the candidate for national FFA officer and to ensure that all officers, advisors, and members know the procedure for this selection, the PA FFA Association Board of Directors establishes the following procedures: 
1. Each interested candidate shall complete a letter of intent, to be submitted to the Board by January 1, (9/04) prior to the year they wish to run. American Degree applications must then be submitted by January 15. Only those candidates who qualify for the degree will be considered. 

2. Each candidate will supply, by January 1, a biographical news article on himself or herself. 

3. Each candidate will be interviewed by a 6 member committee consisting of a current state officer, a recent National Officer candidate, two members of the Board of Directors as appointed by the President of the Board, State Advisor, and Executive Manager. 

4. A procedure will be developed to prepare this candidate for the national office selection process. Chosen candidate and select advisory committee members will develop this after the state selection. Funding will be solicited from the PA FFA Foundation to cover expenses of this preparation and those of the officer candidate. (2/92) See attached copy of National Officer Candidate Preparation Program (5/94) in addendum 4. 

Proposed Amendments

3. Each candidate will be interviewed by a 5 member committee consisting of a current state officer, a recent past national officer candidate, two members of the Board of Directors, and an Employee of The Pennsylvania Department Of Education within the Bureau of Career and Technical Education/ Agriculture Education. 

5.  The interview process will consist of a written exam, a personal introductory interview, a group interview and an individual question and answer session on current Agricultural Issues and Educational Issues.  If the committee cannot reach a definitive decision then optional interviews may be held at the discretion of the committee.  

7. Each candidate will be rated in the following six categories by the State Executive Manager: Cooperation, Motivation, Attitude, Professionalism, Teamwork, and Public Speaking.  The Executive Manager will have the opportunity to rate each candidate’s willingness and effectiveness during their State Officer year.  If the candidate has never served as a state FFA officer, the chapter advisor shall perform the evaluation.  This evaluation shall be kept confidential, only to be seen by the committee members.
