Ron Frederick presented the PSU report. He announced that Dr. Tracy Hoover has been named head of the department. Her previous position will be filled. There are a series of workshops scheduled for teachers. Enrollment must occur to keep from them being cancelled. Teachers’ workshops will occur again at ACES and SLLC. Krista Pontius presented the Alumni report. The second annual Blue and Gold Ball will be held November 12 at the Holiday Inn in Grantville, PA. FFA chapters can reserve a table of eight for $35 each. Others may attend for $50 each, which will include membership dues for state and nationals. Proceeds will continue to go to scholarships for the Washington Leadership conference and eventually to help off set the costs of State Officers official clothing. The Alumni presented a workshop at the Western Leadership conference. They are looking at improving the structure of their Board. Maybe having two VP’s from every region.
